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The central idea of the research is to shape favourable theoretical prerequisites for a
comprehensive analysis of the goal and purposes of punishment in international criminal
law as an integral part of its architectural concept.

The relevant intention is realized by aggregating the most appropriate judgments
of philosophical-legal content. In particular, it is established that the definition of the
function of punishment in international criminal law is initially closely connected with
the considerations of an intuitive-moralistic nature.

It is found that the reproduction of the meaning of the “determinant element” of
punishment in international criminal law is possible by means of solving the problem of
a conditionally derivative character, — finding answers to the most pressing issues within
a certain dichotomy of the questions “why punish for international crimes?”” and “what
are the purposes of international punishment?”.

The two key models of ways to rationalise and justify punishment for international
crimes are characterized: from the standpoint of national criminal law and through the
prism of international criminal law per se. It is noted that both approaches are based not
only on the dilemma of choosing the most viable classical theory of rationalisation of
punishment and the most relevant of its “traditional” penological justifications, which are
valid for the domestic crimes, but also on the assessment of their suitability when placed
in the international context.

Particular attention is paid to the formation of an impression of the rationality of the
future examination of the isolated capabilities of each selected theory in terms of their
real ability to meet modern expectations of punishment for international crimes under
international criminal law, with due regard for all their inherent vulnerabilities.

The expediency of reflecting on the correlation and future harmonization of the
purposes of punishment in international criminal law with the objectives of international
criminal law and the tasks of international criminal tribunals and courts, especially in
terms of sentencing and enforcement, is underlined.

The necessity of pursuing scientific research in order to develop a comprehensive
theory of criminal punishment which would fully take into account the specifics of
international crimes through the specifics of punishment for them, which, among other
things, would be manifested in the peculiarities of its goal and purposes, is emphasized.
